10.Bagman/Treasurer's Report


The Treasurer’s report was circulated. The collections from tours was £278.81 including a £100 fee for West Hallam Wells, £144.72 from the carol singing and £18.04 from the Plough Play. The booking income in the previous year was noted to be £350. Overall the excess of income over expenditure was £146.03 The balance at 26 Jan 2004 is £1376.25 The possibility of changing accounts to get better interest was discussed. It was felt that the likely extra income would be less than the collection on a Monday Night and may not be worth the effort. Not yet paid out money to Charity apart from the collection at the Duck Race (£189.00) – the collection from the Carol Singing and the Plough Play could be given to The Nottinghamshire Hospice and would amount to about £160.00 The Hall Hire is £17 per session amounting to £527.00  which will not be covered by subscriptions, which came to £350 last year. The possibility of finding another hall was discussed. The British Legion at West Bridgford or The Meadows Community Centre were possibilities. Proposed to have a trial practice at The British Legion and find out if there is a room free at The Meadows Community Centre. 





11.Subscriptions for 2004


There was a discussion about the subscription rate currently £25 full and £10 unwaged. Cecil proposed that increased to £30 full and £15 unwaged.  This was agreed.





12.Election of Bagman/Treasurer
